From Annapolis Area:

Route 50 West to exit for Route 301 (Crain Highway) South. Follow Route 301 for 10 miles and take exit for Routh 4 (Pennsylvania Ave.) North/West to Washington, D.C.

Once on Route 4, take exit marked “Prince George’s County Offices/Equestrian Center. At the bottom of the ramp take a left. 

From the Baltimore Area:

Route 695 (Baltimore Beltway) to exit 4 for Route 97 South toward the Bay Bridge/Annapolis. Follow to exit 7 for Route 3 (Crain Highway) South. Route 3 turns into Route 301. After approx. 20 miles take the exit for Route 4 (Pennsylvania Avenue) North/West to Washington, D.C.  Once on Route 4 take the exit marked “Prince George’s County Offices/Equestrian Center. At the bottom of the ramp take a left.

From Pennsylvania and points North:

South on 95 and take Route 895 South (left at the split) this is the Harbor Tunnel exit. After you exit the Tunnel, take exit 6 ---Route 97 South to Annapolis/Bay Bridge. From 97 South take exit 7---Route 3 South (Crain Highway). After approx. 20 miles take the exit for Route 4 (Pennsylvania Avenue) North/West to Washington, D.C. Once on Route 4 take the exit marked “Prince George’s County Offices/Equestrian Center. At the bottom of the ramp take a left.

From Northern Virginia:

Take Route 95 North over the Woodrow Wilson Bridge. Take exit 11A Route 4 (Pennsylvania Ave) South/East to Upper Marlboro. Approx. 7 miles take the exit marked Prince George’s County Offices/Equestrian Center. At the end of the ramp make a right.

From Southern Virginia:

Take Route 301 to Route 4 (Pennsylvania Ave.) North/West. Approx. 500 feet take exit marked “Prince George’s County Offices/Equestrian Center. At end of the ramp make a left

From the Washington Area:

Capital Beltway (495/I-95) exit 11A which is Route 4 (Pennsylvania Ave.) South/East toward Upper Marlboro for 7 miles. Take the exit for “Prince George’s County Offices/ Equestrian Center. At the bottom of the ramp take a right.

When arriving at the Show Place Arena follow the directions of the parking attendants for exhibitor parking.  There are 2,500 parking spaces at the Show Place Arena but only the closet parking lot is designated for exhibitor parking. You will not be able to access that lot without the card issued to you with your confirmation.  Handicap parking is to the right of the building. For those driving motor homes there is parking available with electrical hookup. 

There are two ways that exhibitors can enter the Show Place Arena. 

1) The handicap ramp to the left of the building leads directly to the main lobby. You then must take an elevator to access the show floor. The elevator will only hold two exhibitors at a time.

2) The ramp to the right of the building will lead you directly to the show floor.
